With the guidance of my entrepreneurship teacher Mrs. Eunita Winkey and our Junior Achievement program, I was able to make the right decision and do both. While in college, I was exposed to so many more like-minded people with similar passions for changing the world. By Spring 2011 and the last semester of my senior year in college, I will have co-founded a non-profit organization called “Actively Caring For People,” which aims to change the world with intentional acts of kindness, and “Social Sway Marketing,” a small social media consulting firm with the focus on creating behavior change. Our Actively Caring program has been implemented in over six schools to reduce bullying behavior and reward kindness. In the past year, I’ve traveled to Arizona to present on our movement at the National Collegiate Leadership Conference, San Diego to present my bullying research at the American Psychological Association, and New York to teach Actively Caring to students and teachers.
